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General Jurisdiction

Helicopteros Nacionales de Columbj&.A. v. Hall,466 U.S. 408, 4146 (1984).

General jurisdiction permits a court to exercise
personal jurisdiction over a ngrsident defendant
for nonforum related activities when the defendant

has engaged irsystematic and continuous
activities in the forum state.



Personal Jurisdiction

Latshaw v. H.E. Johnstqril67 F.3d 208, 211 (5thCir. 1999)

A federal court sitting in diversity may exercise
personal jurisdiction over a nonresident defendant if

(1) the longarm statute of the forum state confers
personal jurisdiction over that defendant; and

(2) exercise of such jurisdiction by the forum state is

consistent with due process under the United States
Constitution.

Constitutional Due Process

Kulko v. California Supreme Court436 U.S. 84, 91 (1978)

The extent to which we may exercise that
authority is governed by the Due Process

Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the
Federal Constitution.



Due Process

Latshaw,167 F.3d at 211 quoting
International Shoe Co. v. State of Washington
326 U.S. 310, 316 (1945)

The Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment
permits the exercise of personal jurisdiction over a
nonresident defendant when

(1) that defendant has purposefully availed himself of the
benefits and protections of the forum state by establishing
"minimum contactswith the forum state; and

(2) the exercise of jurisdiction over that defendant does not
offend"traditional notions of fair play and substantial
justice."



Specific Jurisdiction

International Shoe Co. v. Washingtqr326 U.S. 310 (1945)

n the absence of general jurisdiction, specific
jurisdiction permits a court to exercise personal
jurisdiction over a noesident defendant for forum
related activities where thé&relationship between
the defendant and the forum falls within the
‘minimum contacts' framework"




3-Prong Test for Personal Jurisdiction
Burger King Corp. v. Rudzewic4,71 U.S. 462, 475 (1985)

(citing International Shoe Co. v. Washingto26 U.S. 310, 319 (1945)).

(1) the defendant must have suffici€nainimum
contacts'with the forum state,

(2) the claim asserted against the defendant must arise
out of those contacts, and

(3) the exercise of jurisdiction must be reasonable. Id.

The "Constitutional touchstone" of the minimum contact:
analysis is embodied in the first profigihether the

defendant purposefully establisheohtacts with
the forum state.



Forseeability

World Wide Volkswagen Corp. v. Woodsali4 U.S. 286, 295 (1980)

"[T]he foreseeabilitythat is critical to the due
process analysis is ... that the defendant's
conduct and connection with the forum State
are such thate should reasonably expect to
be haled into court there"



1958 Technological Progress

Hanson v.Denckla 357 U.S. 235, 2561 (1958)

As technological progress has increased the flow of
commerce between States, tle=d for jurisdiction

over nonresidents has undergone a similar increase
At the same time, progress in communications and
transportation has made the defense of a suit in a
foreign tribunal less burdensomeln response to these
changes, the requirements for personal jurisdiction ove
nonresidents have evolved from the rigid rule of
Pennoyer v. Neffp the flexible standard of

1985Burger King,471 U.S. at 476

Jurisdiction could not be avoided merely because
the defendant did not physically enter the forum
state.

1]t Is an inescapable fact of modern commercial
Ife that a substantial amount of commercial
pusiness Is transacted solely byail and wire
communications across state lines

thus obviating the need for physical presence
within a State in which business is conducted.
